Political Organizations Accuse the Kurdish Army of "Controlling Voting Centers “ 
Accusations of Forgery in Mosul: A Town with 1000 Voters ended up with 5,000 Voters Cast.
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Yesterday, representative from the political organizations in Sinjar sent a letter to the Independent Electoral Commission of Iraq in which they demanded to cancel the election results in Mosul and set new elections up. These groups accused the Kurdistan Democratic Party under the leadership of Masuad Barzani, President of the North of Iraq Kurdish region, with many violations during the election process. 
 

The groups signing the letter are: The Yezidis Movement for Restoration and Progress, Iraqi Islamic Party, Supreme Council of Islamic Revolution, National Front for Iraqi Unity, National Unity List, Turkoman Front, National Dialogue Council, Iraqi People Congress, and the Students and Youth League.
The complaint letter included detailed violations in Mosul districts and its suburbs, pointing to the involvement of the KDP in those violations. The letter indicated that the Commission employees in Sinjar stations intentionally checked thousands of ballots in the first hours of the elections in favor of the KDP and informed the original voters that their names were not present because all the observers in the centers of Sinjar, Shekhan, Ba'sheeqa, and Dohuk were members of the KDP. 
 

The letter explained that the National Guards split into two camps: The Kurdish officers spread over the region with Kurdish, Shi'aa, Yezidis, and Sunni Arab majority. The Shi'aa officers meanwhile, were distributed over centers where Shi'aa, Kurdish, and Yezidis have no influence in them. Furthermore, the representatives of the political organizations were expelled from the voting centers in Sinjar, Qaboosiyya, and Tell Banat Mujama'. Additionally, an observer for Ayad Allawi slate was beaten by the Qaim Maqam (mayor) of the district and by police elements. When a voter entered a center, he was told to vote for the Kurdistani slate and those who refused were expelled. At the station of Qaboosiyya, a Kurdish officer prevented Yezidi, Shi'aa, Sunni Arabs, and Turkomans from entering under the pretext that their names were not present in the voter's registration books. 
 

At 11:00 a.m., the director of the Qaboosiyya voting center contacted the director of Sinjar's second voting center and told him that he needed additional voting ballots. The question here is: How did they use five thousand voting ballots in three hours when the number of voters in Qaboosiyya and the neighboring areas do not exceed one thousand. 
 

The complaint letter considered that the voting centers in Sinjar, Ram Bosi and Domeez closed at 3:00 p.m. under the pretext that they ran out of voting ballots, which opened the doors wide open for forgery. In Qaboosiyya, the voters were asked to go to other centers since it was announced that ballot papers expired. This was a well-planned scheme by the KDP to vote again after removing the ink. Furthermore, the mayor of Qayrawan nahiya (district), Abdul Hamid Qasim Younis tried to tear the Shi'aa's special documents, but he was prevented from doing so by the members of the Yezidi political group. Additionally, the head of Branch 17 of the KDP visited Sinjar hospital and paid each patient 25,000 Dinars to vote for the Kurdish slate. 
 

In Shekhan, Kurdish security forces prevented deputies for the Yezidis Movement for Restoration and Progress from entering voting stations , attacked their cars, and withdrew their identification cards. 
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
